EDITORIAL

We are living a turning point in the
History of the development of mankind.
The transition into a low carbon
economy represents a remarkable
economic opportunity for Europe but
competitiveness and sustainability have
to go hand in hand, counterbalancing
the risk of relocation to countries with
no binding targets for carbon emissions.

Climate change represents a huge
challenge for the planet and a great
responsibility  for the  European
Parliament, which will play a
fundamental role in the shaping of the
far-reaching proposals presented by the
European Commission in January,
following the mandate from last year's
Spring European Council. The Parliament
will have to deliver outcomes before the
European elections, matching the aims
of the EU’s Lisbon strategy with the
integrated climate-energy  package,
boosting growth and jobs through green
technology innovation.

These climate goals will have to be
delivered without undermining the
Millennium Development Goals, notably
food prices and the biodiversity
heritage. A global agreement is urged
for the sake of International stability and
security, aiming at tackling the rising
conflicts over natural resources and
environmental migration.

BIODIVERSITY, THE POOR SISTER

The Convention for
Biodiversity (CBD) is
the poor twin sister of
the Convention against
Climate Change. Both
were born  on the
occasion of the Earth
Summit (Rio 1992).

Yet, while the CCC was signed (not ratified!) by every
country, both the US delegation and the world NGOs in
their by-meeting refused the CBD. Basically, it makes the
States (and not the peasants or indigenous communities)
« custodians » of Biodiversity. This means that firms had
to pay for the access to biodiversity in one country, but
rights of the communities that had saved Biodiversity at
their own risk were just protected by some vague sub-
article. This is a compromise with too many enemies, too
vague protectors.

Moreover, few people understand what biodiversity is
about. Don’t we already have CITES to protect rare and
especially majestic or cute animals such as baby seals or

royal eagles? Why defend the infinite and
unknown Biodiversity in which deep forests and
wetlands are mysteriously « rich »? Why defend
fishes against fishermen?

Well, because in the early seventies, some
forgotten and meek kind of corn, surviving in
Maya areas saved all the industrially selected
corn of the world against a pest. Because when
over-fishing will have turned seas into deserts,
there will be no more jobs for fishermen.
Because we know today that the patient work of
untamed biological processes in tropical rain-
forest captures more carbon dioxide than the
biofuels some would like to cultivate in their
place could.

In May 2008 the Conference of the Parties of
the CBD takes place in Paris. It is a great
opportunity to put the CBD in its rightful place:
equal to Climate Change on the agenda of
Humankind... and European Parliament.

Biodiversity — What's happening?

When Heads of State
committed to ‘achieve by
2010 a significant reduction in
the current rate of biodiversity
loss’ at the 2002 World
Summit on Sustainable
Development, this ambitious
2010 biodiversity target was
lauded as a historic step into
the right direction. This

decision followed the example of the Member States
of the European Union, who in 2001 committed to
‘halt biodiversity loss by 2010, and an earlier
decision by the Convention on Biological Diversity
(CBD). With less than 1000 days left - are we on
track - to reaching the 2010 biodiversity target?

According to the recent findings of a Eurobarometer
survey, an overwhelming majority of Europeans
believe that the loss of biological diversity is a
serious problem. Pollution and man-made disasters
are seen as the biggest threats to biodiversity,
followed by climate change and the intensification of
agriculture, forestry and fishing. Europeans see a
moral obligation to conserve nature.

Since the target was set the EU has responded with
the Message from Malahide in 2004, which was also

the birthplace of IUCN's Countdown 2010
initiative which to date has more than 500 active
partners around the globe working together
towards the 2010 biodiversity target. In 2006, the
EU released its Biodiversity Communication on
2010 and beyond, which was followed by
European Parliament resolution of 22 May 2007
on halting the loss of biodiversity by 2010.

Nevertheless, additional momentum is needed
and this year will be decisive for the biodiversity
community in making the last global decisions
prior to 2010. Delegates from 190 countries that
are Party to the CBD will gather in Bonn from 19 —
31 May to chart the way forward to 2010 and from
5 -14 October 2008 the environmental community
will gather in Barcelona for the IUCN World
Conservation Congress. In preparation for the
CBD event the EU Environment Council released
their conclusions on 3 March 2008 and the
European Parliament will vote its resolution, in
early May. Europe with its ecological footprint and
hosting these major biodiversity events will have
to be well equipped and continue to show
leadership in order to maintain the 2010 target
high on the political agenda. If you want to get
active on this front — join Countdown 2010 at
www.countdown2010.net.

The aim of this hearing is to understand the
environmental implications of building wind
turbines on deep peatland and to raise the
Parliament’s awareness of this issue. Experts and
