� IPCC Report IV (2007) that stated climate change affected on 
human security and human health in low-lying coastal in Asia; 
mangrove, salt marshes, etc. 

FAO Report: climate change impacted on fishery sector.

� The State of World Fisheries and Aquaculture (FAO, 2008) stated 
“as much as 24.000 fisherfolks died when they catch fish in ocean”. 

� FAO (2009): “more than 1 billion people in the world feeling 
hunger”

� KIARA's database: 46 traditional fisherfolks died at sea (December 
2008 – March 2009)�

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Climate Change Feeling by Fishers
The last 5 years

� The high tide more higher
Before : 30-50 cm 
After : 70-80 cm

� Fishing near the shore
Before : 3 until 5 miles
After : 1 until 2 miles

� Less kind of fish (biodiversity)
Before : around 10 species
After : 5-7 species

� Less volume of fish 
Before : 100 kg/2 persons/fishing trip
After : 40-50 kg/2 persons/fishing trip

� Less income
Before : around Rp 300,000 (=US$30)/2 persons/fishing trip
After : around Rp 150,000 (=US$15)/2 persons/fishing trip



+ How Fishers Response Climate Crisis

� More variety of fishing gear 
Before : only one fishing gear
After : 4 until 5 fishing gear

� Fishers women adding their times to work overtime 
more than 17 a day 



+ Fishery Justice as a Basic Principle to 
Answer Climate Crisis

• Protect and acknowledge traditional fishing waters.

• Secure citizen rights likewise fisherfolk, and their 
particular rights as the traditional fishers: right to fish; 
the rights to continue and build tradition or resource 
utilizing practices; rights to get protection and salvage 
insurance in fishing and rights to manage certain 
fishery waters.

• Understands the traditional fishery activities 
completely, referring that the fisher women participation 
is important element to be involved and supported. 

• Put forwards the resource sustainability principles in 
production, prioritizing on meeting the domestic 
consumption needs. 
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
