Aims to contribute to reduced global warming by reducing emissions from
deforestation and forest degradation (REDD+) in developing countries

(" Promoting sustainable development and poverty reduction is an overriding goal for
the initiative, as with all Norwegian foreign development policy

() To work towards the inclusion of emissions from deforestation and forest degradation
in a new international climate regime

) To take early action to achieve cost-effective and verifiable reductions in greenhouse
gas emissions

() To promote the conservation of natural forests to maintain their carbon storage
capacity

@ REDD+ an indispensible part of the
solution to climate change

@ An Interim REDD+ Partnership is
urgently needed, and can be done

» Such a partnership can provide the first
large scale, sector -wide climate change
partnership, and could move the
UNFCCC negotiations forward

Reducing deforestation is an essential lever to mitigate climate change,
and to promote sustainable development

Climate change is one of the biggest
challenges of our time

Deforestation and forest degradation in
developing countries contribute to almost one
fifth of all greenhouse gas emissions (GHG)

Reducing deforestation and forest degradation
IS a cost -effective measure to decrease GHG
emissions

Reducing forest loss sustains livelihoods and
protects water resources, ecosystems and
biodiversity
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17 Gt of emission reductions below BAU in 2020 are required for a 450

ppm pathway that yields 40-60% chance of limiting global warming to 2°C
Global GHG emissions, Gt CO.e per year
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Forestry is a significant lever in limiting global warming to 2°C
McKinsey global abatement cost curve, 2020 (up to costs of EUR 60/t CO,e abated) B Forestry
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* Breakdown by abatement type:
* 9 Gt for terrestrial carbon, of which 6 Gt in forestry
* 6 Gtfor energy efficiency
* 4 Gtfor low carbon energy supply

* Breakdown by geographic location:
* 5 Gtin developed country geographies
* 14 Gt in developing country geographies
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Finance for early action on REDD+ can deliver cumulative ~7
Gt CO.e by 2015 and is essential for long-term results
